	-  The precinct has public toilets in two locations. 
1. Male and female facilities at either end of the Pavilion, each containing accessible toilet cubicles and sharps disposal, the female facilities contain a change table

2. Inside The International Cricket Hall of Fame are male, female and parenting facilities, as well as accessible facilities with emergency release door.
